The President’s Council met May 29 in the 

Chapel. All CDC guidelines were followed in 

addition to having breakfast and lunch served 

in individual packages. The President 

presented the Power Point entitled A Fresh 

Calling. He traced the ‘working of the Lord’ at 

the College from the end of 2019 to the 

present. A number of presentations were 

embedded within the President’s report that 

involved enrollment, branding, digital 

marketing, refreshing of Munce Hall, and the 

need for an enhanced online teaching 

platform. Sam Thomas, President of the 

Alumni Association, brought an update on 

alumni activities. Dr. Jim Stock, Trustee, 

shared ways in which gifts would be 

presented in memory of loved ones or in 

honor of individuals. 

The President recently utilized the newly 

designed Athletic Offices for a North Tampa 

Chamber of Commerce video. 

Trinity College’s “refreshed” website is 

available for your review. On the site you will 

find recent communications from the college 

dealing with the disbursement of government 

funds for students (CARES Act Report on 

Emergency Financial Aid to Students) and a 

statement on the tragic death of George 

Floyd.

Updates and themes of activities are 

presented along with weekly messages. 

COVID-19 and Return to Campus … 

Over $31,000 was returned to students who 

were asked to leave L.L. Speer Hall due to 

COVID-19. Additional rebates were given to 

students who will be returning in the fall. 

Another $97,000 was given to students via the 

CARES Act. 

Plans are being made for students to return 

to campus in August. Issues of social 

distancing, classroom activities, and life in the 

residence halls have been reviewed for 

compliance. Face masks, along with 

procedures for navigating in buildings along 

with regular cleaning requirements have been 

discussed. 

Classrooms and common areas are being 

redesigned for our students in consideration 

of social distancing.

Analyses of the following have been prepared 

for Trustee approval:  the Strategic 2020-

2025 Plan, Initiatives for the coming year, 

and SWOT (Strengths, Weaknesses, 

Opportunities, and Threats). The ABHE

Spiritual, Academic, Intellectual, Professional, 

and Social Goals/Objectives are established. 

Plans are in place for the 2020 

Commencement ceremony. It is slated for 

August 22, 2020 at 10:00 a.m. at the First 

Baptist Church of New Port Richey.  Dr. John 

Corts, Trinity alumnus, former President of 

the Billy Graham Evangelistic Association, and 

Trinity’s second President, will address the 

graduates.
