Migs Jeseie E, Reivhast, a charter member of the exccutive board of Trinity College of Clearwarer,

went to be with the Lord Friday moming, January 23, 1959, Miss Reichart was 81 years of age and had
been a friend of youth through her entite life.

When Trnity College was ceganized in 1832 (then known 2 the Flotids 8ible nstitute), Miss Rein-
hart accepied a place on the board of the invitation of the founder of the school, Dr. W, T, Watson,

Through most of those years shg served faithiully as the secrctary of the board, 5he was ose of two of
the original incorporaton of the school,

In the earty days of the school, durlng the days of the well remetmbered depression, Miss Relnhare
by prayer and with her means helped in a very substantial way, Her gift was in the form of an annulty
and she often stated, "the best fovestoent [ ever made was in Trinity College for not have 1only ro=

ceived my interest faithfully, but 1 have had 2 definite part in the waining of young pecple for the
Lond’s work,”

Through the yesm Miss Rainhart was a close friemnd of Dr. & Mr. Wamon end other olficials and
wotkers in the school. Even though she never marred, she often refémed to the young men & women
who bad auended Trinity Cellegs as “my boys and girls.”
